You can always ask a
librarian for help.

Use a search engine like Google to see if a company has a
website. Ask a librarian or call the Central Library if you
need assistance finding a company’s website.

AtoZ Databases

Available remotely from the Monroe County Library
System’s website, this database can be used to make
a list of prospective employers using search criteria
such as business location, type of business, size,

and more. Ask a librarian for help getting started or to
suggest possible search strategies.

Available remotely from the Monroe County Library
System’s website, this database offers detailed
company and industry profiles including SWOT
reports, market share reports, and financial reports.

Hoover’s Company Directory

Available in the Business Insight Center at the
Central Library, this database offers in-depth
company information and allows users to create a
list of companies using more than 175 search and
segmentation filters.

Magazine and Journal Articles

Look for magazine and journal articles about a
company or industry. Visit your local library branch

to browse print copies of local newspapers and
magazines or read the full text of thousands of articles
at home with your library card using the databases

posted on the Monroe County Library System website.

The RBJ is the Greater Rochester area’s weekly
business newspaper, which has in-depth articles on
local companies and the Rochester area business
climate. Purchase a subscription directly from the RBJ
website or visit the Central Library to access an online
subscription of the RBJ. You can also find copies of the
newspaper at the Central Library, as well as some of
the city and town branches.

Rochester Business Journal’s, Book of Lists
(previously The Lists)

A paperback publication available at the Central
Library, the Book of Lists ranks and provides
information about local companies. This publication is
put out annually by the Rochester Business Journal
and can be accessed with an RBJ subscription.

The rankings cover categories such as “Woman-
Owned Businesses”, “Million-Dollar Non-Profits”,
“Engineering Firms,” and more.
